CYCLE SAFETY

Over the next three weeks Year
7 pupils will be working with
Constable Parcell to learn about
cycle safety. Last Wednesday
and Thursday each class had
the first of three practical
sessions, this was an oportunity
for children to bring their bikes
along and have them checked
out by Shane Melrose from Sport
Otago. This was great as most
of the things wrong with the bikes
were adjusted or repaired on the
spot, a big saving in both time
and money for parents.

This week our practical session
is about cycling skills and will
involve the children taking part in
a range of activities at school to
test their cycling abilities. The
final session will be a road safety
and awareness session which
will see the students riding on the
road while Constable Parcell
observes them and gives them

feedback on their road skills.

This is a vitally important unit of
work as so many of our students
bike to and from school, and with
increasing traffic on the roads it
is really important that they know
the road rules, are confident
when riding their bikes, and their
bikes and helmets are safe and
road worthy.

The
students took part in activities
such as flax weaving and
learning about the protocols of
using Harakeke, created their
own tukutuku panels, the boys
learned and performed a haka
while the girls made poi and
learned how to use them.

The week started with a
welcoming ceremony (Powhiri),
each class also joined with
another class to have their own
Pownhiri followed by a shared
lunch, this allow the children to
use the knowledge they had
about going onto a Marae.

The usual
technology classes were put on
hold and students attended all
technology options during the
week to do a range of creative
activities such as art, cooking -
making kumera fritters, designing
and creating Maori weapons and
jewellery. Each class also visited
the Otago Museum and found
out about early Maori in the
South Island and how they lived,
we also got the chance to have a
hands-on look at some very old
Maori artifacts.

hangi. At Ilunchtime we all
