The vaccines are
also available through your GP
practice.

School years 9 and 10:

Many of these students had the
vaccinations at school last year.
If your daughter did not receive
the HPV vaccinations last year,
she will be offered a consent
form to take home. If you do not
receive a form, please phone
one of the numbers below.

School years 8, 11, 12, 13:

Your daughter will receive a
consent form to take home. Note
that girls 16 years of age or older
can self-consent  to the
vaccinations.

Please fill in the consent form
and return it to school ASAP. It
is important to do this even if
you do not consent for your
daughter to participate in the
programme.
